Ferrisburgh Town Garage Meeting Minutes

The first meeting of the Ferrisburgh Building Committee was held on Monday, September 17, 2012 at the Ferrisburgh Town Hall. The following committee members were present: Chet Hawkins, Sally Torrey, Keith Wagner, Jim Benoit, Bob Jenkins, Bob McNary, and John Bull. 
Maps of the property were handed out along with an inventory of the equipment. Discussion ensued on purpose of the new building, its size and location and different types of construction.  It was decided to ask the Selectboard to have the property surveyed to clarify the boundary. 

Methods of heating and lighting were also discussed taking into consideration that we would like to design an energy efficient building with a minimal impact on both the environment and our budget. 

Initial conclusions suggest that we consider a metal building 60’ x 150’ with an additional office/employee/meeting space of 24’ X 40’. Heating with oil and considering used oil/new oil combo. LED lighting will be considered, along with the possibility of geo thermal heating and solar panels. 

Items to be considered in the building: heated slab, center floor drain, sloped slab to drain, designated wash bay, water reclamation, height of ceiling, number of doors, security of equipment and inventory. 

The next meeting is scheduled for September 25 at 5:00 p.m., at the existing Town Garage. The purpose of this meeting is to familiarize the committee with the existing facility, equipment and storage needs, and to get a general idea of new building location.
