Dear Ms. Warden: 

 

On behalf of Vermont Green Line Devco, LLC (VGLD) TRC is providing the enclosed 

Lake Encroachment Permit Application Form, narrative, and supporting documents in 

accordance with Vermont Statutes Title 29, Chapter 11 Management of Lakes and Ponds 

§ 402(3).  

 

VGLD is proposing a 400 megawatt High Voltage Direct Current (HVDC) electric 

transmission line, to be constructed between the existing New York Power Authority 

Plattsburgh Substation in Beekmantown, New York, and the Vermont Electric Power 

Company (VELCO) New Haven Substation in New Haven, Vermont. The Vermont 

segment of this Project is primarily located below the mean water level of Lake 

Champlain, as well as on town and state road right-of-ways in the Towns of Ferrisburgh, 

Waltham, and New Haven, Vermont. 

 

The total length of the Project’s Underwater Cable System is approximately 40.2 miles, of 

which 35.3 miles is within Vermont waters.  At Kingsland Bay State Park, the 

transmission line will make landfall using horizontal directional drilling (HDD) 

construction methodology. 

 

VGLD is seeking a Lake Encroachment Permit to accommodate the installation of the 

underwater segment of the Vermont Green Line Project in Lake Champlain.
