In attendance for the FCC:   Craig, Karen, and Deb

Craig opened the meeting at 7:35pm.  

Craig moved to accept the minutes of January’s meeting as amended; Karen seconded the motion; all voted in favor.    

A. Town Forest 

1. Deb will follow up on getting assistance from Hannaford Career Center.
2. Craig will be able to attend town meeting to speak about plan
B. Deb attended the Kimball Farm Trust’s Planning Commission preliminary plat hearing.  She reports this is a four lot subdivision and will also initiate a number of boundary adjustments for the abutting lake parcels who will be able to site new septic, build a garage, and create a buffer between them and the farming operations:  
1. ¾ acre lot on a point (lakeshore) lot; 
2. 10 acre parcel off Champlain Boulevard; 
3. The Farm House plus 8.1 acres; 
4. 93 acre farm lot going to the Vermont Land Trust.  Built into the plan is a 50’ easement for the town to create a turn around at the end of the town road.  
C. We will remind Dennis to follow up on getting the name of the State invasive species person from John Bull.
D. We feel it is important to pay attention to agricultural practices and forest management.  Look for link to Bloom and send it out.  We might be able to get something going with riparian buffers with new administration initiatives.
Karen recused herself and left the meeting.

E. The Dollar General deliberative session was warned for 2/9.
F. Coco project

1.  ZBA meeting on 3/2 warned of the boundary adjustment  (Allandra Farm is buying the parcel).  This may not change the conservation issues.  We don’t know if any site plans have been delivered.  Deb will stop by Friday to make copies of the revised application and amended site plans and circulate to all (except Karen).

  
2. We also agreed that Craig would take a stab at a first draft of amending our previous memo with our review comments pertaining  to the new site plans, and he would circulate the draft to members (except  Karen) by email. Given the timing of the ZBA hearing on 3/2 before our next FCC meeting on 3/8, and the need to send our updated memo to the ZBA and all parties several days in advance of the 3/2 hearing, we agreed we would not hold a special meeting to review and finalize this memo, but would circulate and agree on its final form by email and/or telephone. 
G.  John Pierce submitted a sketch plan for 2 five acre residential lot sub divisions at the corner of Greenbush and Stage roads.  Check for wetlands issues.  Review is scheduled for 3/16.
