 SELECTBOARD MINUTES
February 4, 2014

Members present: Loretta Lawrence-Chair, Sally Torrey, Steve Gutowski, Jim Benoit and Jim Warden

Tom Healmon from Vermont Green Energy Systems was present to ask the board if they would be interested in having a municipal wind tower similar to the one presently installed at the school.  Approximate total cost would be $55,770 with a 50% grant and a 30% federal tax credit, for a total outlay of $19,520.  He has approached the Fire Dept. a couple of months ago but there wasn’t enough time to submit the application. The board will meet with the Fire Dept. to determine if there is still an interest.

Mike Muir asks about the tapping of the maple trees at the Union Meeting Hall property. Loretta Lawrence responds that they will be evaluated yearly by the Addison County Forester to determine if they should be tapped. Bob McNary asks why aren’t they using other trees in town.

Steve moves to update the Grange Hall/Community Center Rental Policy by changing security deposit to damage deposit, changing the damage deposit amount from $200 to $500 and added the following line at the bottom of the last page “I have read the Facility Use Policy and The Grange Hall/Community Center Rental Agreement and agree to abide by these rules and policies”, seconded by Jim Benoit. So voted.

Sally Torrey asks the Ass’t Clerk to verify with the Auditor if there are 2 policies that need to be written, reserve and general fund, or just one.

Jim Benoit moves to have the radiator actuator in the zoning office fixed by Avonda, seconded by Jim Warden. So voted.

Jim Warden moves to approve the January 21st meeting minutes as written with the following change – at the beginning of the 3rd paragraph – “moves to commit up to $2500”, instead of “moves to commit $2500”, seconded by Jim Benoit. So voted.

Jim Benoit moves to approve the January 28th meeting minutes with the following change, in the 3rd paragraph under Other Business, add the following: “The Board will re-evaluate yearly based on a report by the Addison County Forester”, seconded by Steve Gutowski. So voted.

	Steve Gutowski moves to approve the January 31st meeting minutes as written with the addition of the members present, seconded by Jim Benoit. So voted.

	Sally Torrey moves to approve the warrants as written, seconded by Steve Gutowski. So voted.


Steve Gutowski moves to approve the liquor license for Vermont Energy, seconded by Jim Benoit. So voted.  Sally Torrey moves to approve the tobacco license for Vermont Energy, seconded by Steve Gutowski. So voted.  Jim Benoit moves to approve the liquor license for Dakin Farm, seconded by Steve Gutowski. So voted.

	Bill Sullivan asks why the radiator actuator wasn’t fixed right away in the zoning office and the response was that we wanted a quote first.  Mike Muir asks about transferring the school land to the town and the response was that it would need to be initiated by the school board. 

	Jim Warden moved to change the March 4th meeting to March 3rd, due to Town Meeting, seconded by Sally. So voted.

	Loretta asked Pam if Chet had written a thank you letter to Liam Murphy in regard to the donated painting. Pam stated that she did not know, but would check with Chet and get back to Loretta. The Board asked Loretta to write a thank you letter to Liam if Chet had not already done so.
