 Budget Meeting

Members present: Jim Benoit, Rick Ebel, Jessica James, and Clark Hinsdale. Michael “Red” Muir absent.

Town officials and visitors present: Justus DeVries, Jr., Carl Cole and Brian Goodyear 

Rick opened the meeting at 6:09

1) 6:00 p.m. Budget Work Session 

Justus Devries stated that there will be changes from last year to this year’s Lister’s budget.  Justus Devries gave an informational handout titled “Changes to Ferrisburgh’s Lister’s Roles and Responsibilities”, which outlined the changes in staff responsibilities, findings, actual budgets and proposed 20-21 budget, and the Lister’s office invoice summaries.  Carl Cole spoke of the staff changes in the Lister’s office, discussing the Lister’s clerk reduction in duties and increase Lister’s wages.  Carl Cole stated that Brian Goodyear will replace the time that was previously designated as Lister’s Clerk wages at a rate of 700 hours at $30.00 per hour, creating budget line item 3430-55.  Brian Goodyear stated that there is a decrease in the proposed 20-21 budget from last year, $79,970 for 19-20 and $70,000 for 20-21.  

Rick Ebel started the discussion on the current software program and Brian Goodyear gave a brief description of the New England Municipal Resource Center, Ltd (NEMRC) system that is currently being utilized for Grand List calculations and for Land Records.Brian Goodyear stated that the Lister’s use MicroSolve which is the program that is utilized under the Grand List program.  Justus Devries stated that 90% of Vermont towns use NEMRC.  Rick Ebel stated that he has had informal conversations regarding the zoning software applications in the town office.  Brian Goodyear stated that NEMRC has a product for zoning.  Clark Hinsdale asked the Listers if maintenance work is part of one’s job for stipend and grand list  work is separate from lister’s work and the Lister’s stated it was.  The Selectboard thanked the Lister’s for providing the budget information and their time.
