Meeting May 10, 2011

In attendance for the FCC:   Craig, Karen, Dennis, and Deb

Craig opened the meeting at 7:40pm.  

Craig moved to accept the minutes of April’s meeting as amended; Deb seconded the motion; all voted in favor.    

A.  There is no additional information on the Lewis Creek knotweed.  The bridge project could start soon.

B.  We estimated we installed signs on about half of the boundary line with help from Judy Elson’s group of Ferrisburgh Central School children.  We decided to finish the boundary marking later this Fall when the leaves are down.

C.  Craig spoke with Rico Balzano, UVM Extension office in Middlebury.  He hopes to come to a meeting with us soon. Deb reported that Wally Shonnard hasn’t forwarded any information on his water cleaning process.

D. Pierce Woods project has presented nothing new for us.  Craig will ask Ken Wheeling if he knows of any steps forward in the project.  Another lingering question after understand how and if we will monitor the conservation easement is, if the Act 250 site plan and conditions match the town’s approved site plan and conditions.

E.  We shared news of the early stages of a North Ferrisburgh farm conservation proposal. 

Karen recused herself and left the meeting.

F. Craig attended the ZBA hearing May 4 on the Coco development.  There were two narrow topics of discussion which had been remanded to the Zoning Board of Adjustment:  

1) Boundary line changes that solved the 25 acres in conservation issue, and 

2) Septic calculations on the number of restaurant seats the waste water was to serve.  Jim Dumont raised the issue of sending water from the septic system into the land in the conservation district.  The storm water pond will let a higher flow of water into the Little Otter Creek drainage area because of the impermeable surfaces.

G.  The recent Group Five decision to allow the development has been appealed by the neighbors.

No other business was discussed and the meeting adjourned at 8:55pm.  The next meeting is June 14, 2011.
