Craig moved to accept the minutes of May’s meeting as presented; Dennis seconded the motion; all voted in favor.    

A.  State for the record on our web page:  June, no quorum; July & August, no scheduled meetings, September, no quorum.
B.  The Lewis Creek knotweed was buried in gravel pit in Bristol.  
C.  Karen, Deb, and Craig will continue to install the Town Forest boundary signs on December 3rd or 4th.  Dennis and John will do this on a Monday beforehand.  We expect the VAST trail to be relocated out of the wetland.  Dennis will ask Brent if those plans are still in place.  
D.  The North Ferrisburgh farm conservation project is in its ‘quiet’ phase.  We have not received a request for a letter of support yet.
E.  We wondered what is happening with town zoning – have the required parts been completed?
Karen recused herself and left the meeting.
F.  Some minor amendments have been approved for the Pierce Woods project.  Craig will send around details by email.  All permits are not approved (especially the conservation easement) so construction cannot start.

G.  The Coco development Waste Water permit was granted.
H.  Deneker Chevrolet asked for sewer extension but it was denied again.

I.  We heard The Rokeby Museum property is for sale!

No other business was discussed and the meeting adjourned at 9:15.  The next meeting is November 8, 2011 (Election Day) 7:30pm.
