Ferrisburgh Town Garage Building Committee
10/3/12 Meeting Minutes

The Building committee met at the Town Clerk’s office at 5 pm on 10/3/2012. The following members, Jim Benoit, Bob Jenkins, Bob Mcnary and John Bull, traveled to Bridport for a site visit to their Town garage. 

Bridport’s Town Foreman was on hand to give a tour and answer questions. It was the consensus of members present that a footprint of 60’ wide by 160’ long would be needed to house the needs of the Ferrisburgh Highway Department. Time was spent measuring Bridport’s existing facility and visualizing Ferrisburgh’s equipment and storage needs. 

Bob Jenkins submitted a rough draft of the layout and discussion ensued. This layout will be discussed with the Town employees and changes and input will be on the agenda for the next meeting. 

The next building committee meeting will be held on Tuesday, October 30 at the Ferrisburgh Town Hall at 6:30p.m.

Items for discussion will be general building layout, location of building, electric, water, drives, and landscaping. It is our hope to arrive at a general plan that can be used for an RFP (request for proposals) for architectural services. Once we reach committee approval we will forward to the Selectboard for permission to advertize a RFP. 

Jim Benoit was going to look into regulations regarding overhead lifts. All members are asked to think of items needed in the new facility including but not limited to landscaping, building location, outside design of building, lighting, heating, and any and all site improvements that should be part of this project. I have attached a sketch that depicts one style and an approximate size of the building. I will also forward a copy of these minutes to the Selectboard.
