D. We would like to contact Rico Balzano in Middlebury, the person recently hired by UVM Extension, to speak to us.  Deb will invite Wally Shonnard to our next meeting to discuss his water quality concerns.
E.  Nothing new on the John Pierce sub-division - Craig will try to get more information from  the Zoning Administrator.

F. The lawyer for Coco postponed the hearing that was scheduled for 3/2.  The Zoning Board of Adjustment acknowledged they received our memo dated 2/27/11.
