A.
Dollar General/Group Five update by Craig:  We discussed possible wording for conditions for approval, but since the hearing was closed at the end of the ZBA hearing 1/5/11, we won’t send any further documentation unless asked.
Karen joined the meeting.

Craig moved to accept the minutes of December’s meeting as amended; Dennis seconded the motion; all voted in favor.    

B.  Town Forest updates

1. We inspected the new metal signs for the Town Forest boundaries.  Deb will contact the Hannaford Career Center and see if we can get some support to drill holes in the aluminum signs and perhaps install them after mud season but before the black flies appear.
2. For Town Meeting Karen and Craig will print 20 or 30 copies of the map and management plan for distribution.  Deb will print the B&W plan notes.  Someone should speak at the meeting.
C.  Shapiro boundary adjustment Planning hearing is at 7:05 January 19th.  Is there a note about maintaining the hedgerows in the permit?  The adjustments seem to make sense and create no further conservation issues.
D.  Kimball Dock sub-division Planning hearing on January 19 starts at 7:30.  Deb will attend.  At a minimum will ask for wetlands to be field delineated.  Deb to mark off a map and forward it to Karen and Craig for further research.
E. Knotweed on North Ferrisburgh bridge work.   The work is currently under bid.   John Bull is thinking of scooping and bagging knotweed and is consulting with invasive species person at State to get other ideas.  Dennis volunteered to get the name of the State invasive species specialist.
F. Coco proposal - nothing new known to date.
No other business was discussed and the meeting adjourned at 8:20pm.  The next meeting is February 8, 2011.
