Ferrisburgh Town Garage Building Committee

9/26/2012 Meeting Minutes 
Meeting was called to order at 5:00 p.m. at the Town Highway Garage. Members present: Bob Mcnary, Jim Warden, Sally Torrey, Jim Benoit, Bob Jenkins, Chet Hawkins, Rudy Devoid, and John Bull. 
Existing garage space was looked at with a tandem truck, plow and wing in one bay to give all an idea of space requirements. Discussion ensued on size, location and quantity of overhead doors. Preliminary conclusions were to construct a building 60’ wide x 150 to 160’ Long shop space, 6 (six) 16’ wide x 14’ high doors facing east, and 1 (one) 20’ x 20’ door facing South. All east doors would have a minimum 4’ to 6’  apron extending from the building, the South door would have a minimum 20’ wide x 40’ long apron. Suggested minimum ceiling height was 18’.Air movement and exhaust were discussed considering overhead fans, diffusers, and exhaust options.
Members looked over site and possible building location. Preliminary conclusions suggest locating building 35’ east of the west property line and 80’ to 100’ feet north of the existing sand pile. Garage bays would start on the South end of the building with office, meeting space, and employee area on the North. Existing Town garage, salt shed and old barn will be removed. Much of that area will be replaced with lawn and landscaping. Jim Warden spoke with Paul Goodrich of Shelburne who suggested extending the frost wall one foot above ground level to eliminate moisture damage, and also to make facility large enough to maneuver around trucks when they have plows and wings attached.  
Bob Jenkins will sketch up some layouts of the internal space. Bob Mcnary is looking into alternate energy sources (solar, geothermal, and wind). Jim Benoit acquired data on used/new oil furnaces and we will pursue costs of all stated. John Bull will look into groundwater regulations.   
The Board is planning on developing a sketch plan with the general layout of both shop and office space. At that point we will compile a list for, lighting, heating, security, structure type (steel vs. wood), building design, permit requirements, and lot layout. It is the intent of the Board to have a proposal ready to present at Town Meeting in March of 2013.
It was decided to meet at 5:00 p.m. at the Town Offices on Wednesday, October 3 to carpool to Bridport Town Garage to look at their building and see the space in actual use.
